Population density – the number of people living in each unit of area

Population distribution – the pattern of where people live

Land use – what the land is used for, falls under 6 categories: Recreational, Transport, Agricultural, Residential & Commercial

Settlements – Places that are inhabited

Reliability – how trustworthy something is
Retail – the sale of goods to the public 
Hospitality -  businesses including hotels and restaurants 
Leisure – business including entertainment and sport 
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When considering, ‘Is our area fit for purpose?’ I will: 
· Use fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present the human and physical features of an environment 
· Use sketch maps and digital technologies
· Select and create appropriate measures to collect data
· Use databases to collect and gather information
