[image: ]River – A large, natural stream of water, flowing into the sea or lake.
Source – The original point from which the river flows.
Mouth – The point where the river enters a lake or sea.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Volcano – A mountain or hill which has a crater and main vent through which lava and gas have been erupted from the Earth’s crust. 
Eruption – Hot materials such as lava, rocks, dust and gas from the inside of Earth are thrown out of a volcano.
Tectonic Plate – The Earth’s surface is made up of large plates. The movement of the tectonic plates can cause volcanoes to form. 
· Pyroclastic flows - Fast moving clouds of hot ash, gas and rock
· 
· Ash clouds - Small pieces of rock and glass that can be carried in the air for many kilometres
· 
· Volcanic bombs - Large bits of very hot rock blown out of a volcano
