Romans The Roman conquest of Britain was a gradual process, beginning in AD 43 under Emperor Claudius and being largely completed by AD 87. Britain was invaded because of its riches. 
Saxons Saxons invaded England in the 5th century around 450AD and were successful as many Romans had left and the British were not equipped to defend themselves. 
Vikings Vikings invaded in the 9th century. They initially raided for the treasures that would make them rich. They also settled because of the good land. 
Benin The British invaded the Kingdom of Benin after a British-led party visiting Benin were slaughtered. 
WW1 The United Kingdom was one of the Allied Powers during the First World War of 1914–1918, fighting against the Central Powers (the German Empire, the Austro-Hungarian Empire, the Ottoman Empire and the Kingdom of Bulgaria
WW11 Britain declared war on Germany in 1939 due to the unlawful invasion of Poland by Germany. WWII lasted from 1939-1945.
