Deciduous trees – trees that lose their leaves in winter
Evergreen trees – trees that don’t lose their leaves in winter
Flowering plants – plants with flowers
Wild plants – plants that grow naturally without needing to be planted by a human
Garden plants – plants specifically grown by humans
Petals – part of a flower
Fruit – something a flower produces to spread its seeds
Bulb – a plant grows from this 
Seed – a plant produces this to grow more plants
