Microorganisms 
Are tiny living things. They 
[bookmark: _GoBack]are not visible to the naked eye 
so a microscope is needed to see them. 
Microorganisms are found all around us. They can live in our bodies, in water, in the air and on the objects around us.
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In 1735, Swedish Scientist Carl Linnaeus first published a system for classifying all living things. An adapted version of this system is still used today: The Linnaeus System.

[image: ]Vertebrate – animals which have a backbone/spine 

Invertebrate – animals which do not have a backbone/spine 

Classification – grouping living things by looking at similarities and differences 

Microorganism – A microscopic organism, especially bacteria, virus or fungus. 

Taxonomy – the part of science focused on classification. 

Virus – a small infectious agent that multiples within the living cells of a host. 
 
Fungi – a classification or group of living things. They are not plants, animals or bacteria.
